
Voters face difficult choice on Sept 18th

Should Alabama access its state savings account or risk massive funding cuts for Medicaid, 
prisons and other public services? 

That is the choice we face at the polls on Sept. 18, 2012.

Voters will decide on a proposed constitutional amendment to move $437.4 million over three 
years from the Alabama Trust Fund to the General Fund.
